"Information access should be as basic as access to other utilities, such as electricity and 
water. Expanding broadband services has been one of my priorities since I arrived on 
the Board of Supervisors, and we hope these forums lead to benefits for residents 
throughout Santa Cruz County," Friend said.  
 
The Santa Cruz County Board of Supervisors and Santa Cruz County Office for Economic 
Development have worked to improve broadband infrastructure throughout Santa Cruz 
County. In 2014, the Board adopted a "Dig Once" ordinance, and the OED has surveyed 
residents to map broadband deficiencies to solicit provider access improvements.
